VILLENEUVE, on oath, depose and say:

1. Monique Boucher Lamb accepted this case for a flat rate fee of
$3,000.00 on 12/12/2007 and agreed to take the necessary
actions to get my chosen Administrator appointed.

2. Rita St. Onge was present with me when | met with Ms. Boucher
Lamb and will be available to testify that Ms. Boucher Lamb
agreed to take this for a flat rate of $3,000.00 and would get an
Administrator appointed and title to the properties transferred
to me since they are now mine per the conditions of the Will.

3. My brother, John J. Pazzanese, was on a speaker phone
conversation from Houston, Texas when | was at Ms. Boucher
Lamb’s office and can testify that Ms. Boucher Lamb accepted
the case on a flat rate basis and promised to get our
Administrator appointed and title to the properties transferred
to me. My brother gave her his credit card number upon her
acceptance of the case which she processed immediately.
Exhibit A is a copy of my brother’s credit card statement
showing the charge. My brother is flying in from Houston,
Texas to attend this hearing and will be available to testify.



Exhibit B is Ms. Boucher Lamb’s time sheet of the time she
claims to have worked on this case. Per this statement, | last
met with her in her office on January 7, 2008 per her request.
During the meeting the only thing she wanted to talk about was
would | sell the property for a large price. 1t appears that she
was approached, as all the previous lawyers appear to have
been approached, to buy the property, which per William
Crowley became mine the moment Eugene Villeneuve died on
November 26, 2007 at 5:02 A.M. | told her | will not sell the
property to anyone until Richard J. Gabriel and William Crowley
have paid for the actions that they have taken in this case as
well as previous actions taken by Richard J. Gabriel in an
attempt to get control of Annette Villeneuve’s properties while
she was alive as follows:

a. Executing QUIT CLAIM Deeds on June 11, 1997 whereby
Annette Villeneuve supposedly gave her properties to
Francis P. Halliday for less than $100.00. Francis P.
Halliday was the Notary and a Witness to the 1995
Codicil. A second QUIT CLAIM Deed was done the same
day whereby Francis P. Halliday signed the properties
back to Annette Villeneuve. On February 26, 1998
Annette Villeneuve took out a mortgage on 154 Howe
Street for $55,000 and a mortgage on 158 Howe Street
for $55,000. The two QUIT CLAIM Deed’s and the two
mortgages were all recorded on March 2, 1998.
Furthermore, there are no discharges recorded for the
mortgages. When Alan Garber, William Crowley, and
myself met with Richard J. Gabriel on November 13,
2007 Mr. Garber reviewed the mortgages and told me
Richard J. Gabriel charged Annette Villeneuve $30,000
in fees for two mortgages totalling $110,000, the
discharge papers for one mortgage was in the file, and a
closing statement for the other was missing.

b. 1fully intend to have the Estate sue William Crowley for
Failure to Perform his fiduciary responsibilities to this



estate. 154 Howe Street was not rented from june 1,
2007 until December 1, 2007, 158 Howe Street was not
rented from September 1, 2007 until December 1, 2007,
no rents had been collected on 141 Howe Street since
Annette Villeneuve died on January 8, 2007 and Eugene
Villeneuve was allowed to live there rent free with the
estate paying all the utility bills when Eugene Villeneuve
did not have a life estate for any of the properties and
entered a nursing home on July 11, 2007, and the last
tenant moved out on November 30, 2007. Under Mr.
Crowley’s management of the estate there were no
tenants and he made no attempt to rent the properties.
| bought a $15.00 “For Rent” sign and rented (3)
apartments in (9) days. | am not allowed to enter 141
Howe Street but have to make the mortgage payments
on 141 Howe Street even though I still do not have title
to the property. Furthermore, William Crowley refused
to pay bills, specifically the (5) years of back taxes since
it is my belief that he intended for the houses to be sold
at a tax sale and grab them and then sell the property to
the adjacent high priced apartment project which we
have since discovered is why my property is so valuable.

In my opinion, three members of my family are dead
due to the actions of Richard J. Gabriel and William
Crowley as follows:

i. Annette Villeneuve died on January 8, 2007
after Richard J. Gabriel hounded her with the
assistance of her granddaughter Pamela
Constanzo to sign the new Will Richard J.
Gabriel had drawn up. Annette Villeneuve
chose death over betraying her family.

ii. James F. Pazzanese died on September 11, 2007
after | told him that William Crowley was
threatening to give Eugene Villeneuve a life
estate. |told my father this on September 10,



2007 while he was at Mass General Hospital
and he took his oxygen mask off, sat up in his
bed, and looked me in the eye and told me |
couldn’t object to William Crowley because we
gave the Judge our word we would not object
to his appointing an independent Administrator.
| never saw him alive again and William Crowley
has been anything but independent and
unbiased in this case.

Eugene Villeneuve died at 5:02 A.M. on
November 26, 2007. Mr. Crowley had hounded
me to make a settlement offer to Eugene
Villeneuve. | did make what | considered a very
generous settlement offer to Eugene Villeneuve
and showed him the “Last Minute Will” that
Richard Gabriel had drawn up where Richard
Gabriel would determine his income (no
amount set at all) and where he would live. |
told him | would get him a lawyer but he would
have to pay for it. Eugene screamed “I’'m not
paying a lawyer, Pam is coming to get me and
bring me to Gabrie! since he doesn’t charge
me.” Eugene Villeneuve, whom | never saw
again, | have been told, sat outside in the cold
waiting for his daughter Pamela Constanzo to
come get him and she never showed up. About
two weeks later he was dead. When | attended
the hearing on that date Richard J. Gabriel, who
| believe knew Eugene Villeneuve had died and
neglected to tell this court of that fact instead
tried to get me to sign his memorandum
without reading it. | told the judge | would not
sign something from Richard J. Gabriel without
reading it first. | believe he gave a copy of it to
Alan Garber who did not give me a copy. |
never saw or read this until | went to the court



house on January 28, 2008 with my private
investigator James Cahill, a retired Detective
Sergeant of the Massachusetts State Police and
got a copy of this document. Exhibit “C” is Mr.
Cahill's report of what happened at the court
house when | went to review documents that |
had every legal right to review. Itis my opinion
that the actions of several of the staff in the
clerk’s office is criminal and ask this court to
launch a criminal investigation of this office.
Files are missing, documents have been
changed, etc. After reading Richard J. Gabriel’s
“Memorandum” | believe that it proves what |
have been saying the whole time — the
objective of Richard J. Gabriel was to bankrupt
this estate forcing the sale of the properties
that have been owned by the Pazzanese family
since approximately 1910. Furthermore, |
would never have agreed to the estate paying
Pamela Constanzo for taking care of her father
and giving him medications (please review the
document the judge calls “The Thing” which
contains police reports of the condition Eugene
Villeneuve was in after Pamela Constanzo
started handling his medications).

Furthermore, Eugene Villeneuve had home
health workers taking care of him before he
entered a nursing home on Jjuly 11, 2007 -
Pamela Constanzo didn’t do this. As further
proof of this | have a picture of a sign she left on
the front door at 141 Howe Street which Mr.
Crowley saw that she left for the home health
worker that the home health worker didn’t
need to come anymore since her father was in
the nursing home and to please call her since
she didn’t have the home health workers phone
number. Mr. Crowley told me Pamela

Constanzo told him she had been taking care of
her father for the last ten years.

iv. Multiple counts of perjury by Richard J. Gabriel
in court documents filed under penalties of
perjury which have been proven by our private
investigator who we retained to do a criminal
investigation of this estate (See Exhibit D). Are
lawyers exempt from the perjury laws in
Massachusetts???

Exhibit E is multiple emails between myself and Ms. Boucher
Lamb and my brother John J. Pazzanese (who has my Power of
Attorney) and Ms. Boucher Lamb. These prove there was no
problem communicating with Ms. Boucher Lamb.

Exhibit F is the letter | received from Ms. Boucher Lamb where
she reneged on her taking this case for a flat rate and
demanding $50,000 for handling the estate matters only which
in my opinion was an extortion attempt to force me to sell the
properties. Please note that she was demanding $23,000 by
February 10, 2008 — five days before the Pre-Trial Hearing.

Exhibit G is my email to her and her response. Ms. Boucher
Lamb claims the Estate Case is now complicated when in fact
the Will is clear on when | inherit my properties — the moment
Eugene Villeneuve dies which occurred at 5:02 A.M. on
November 26, 2007. | made it clear that she was hired to do
one thing — get my chosen Administrators appointed since with
the death of Eugene Villeneuve | am the prime beneficiary of
this estate. | am not a remainder interest although | have been
treated as such by both Richard J. Gabriel and William Crowley.
Ms. Boucher Lamb claims that this estate will take (10) months
to complete yet Mr. Crowley (Exhibit H) in his letter to Ms. Lamb
dated January 25, 2008 told Ms. Boucher Lamb that she needs
to file a Petition for Administration c.t.a. before the hearing on
February 15, 2008 so that the judge can rule on it at the
February 15, 2008. As is evident from my email to Ms. Boucher



Lamb and her failure to answer the question if she filed this
document that she has not filed it. | will probably have to file it
myself pro se since Ms. Boucher Lamb (as well as all the other
lawyers who took large sums of money from us but refused to
file the necessary papers with the court) appears not to have
filed these motions. | don’t know which lawyer is telling the
truth — William Crowley or Monique Boucher Lamb and would
ask this court to determine this and find whichever one is lying
in contempt of court and charged with perjury (or whatever
crime they may have committed).

Exhibit | are emails between myself and Alan Garber. As is clear
from these emails no lawyer will report other lawyers to the
Board of Overseers for misconduct. DO LAWYERS HAVE A
LEGAL AND ETHICAL OBLIGATION TO REPORT WRONGDOING BY
OTHER ATTORNEYS TO THE BOARD OF OVERSEERS? | believe
that they do but as you can see from all the different attorneys
involved in this case none of them will do their jobs or file
complaints with the Board of Overseers when | have provided
ample proof of what | consider to have been wrong doing by

Richard J. Gabriel and William Crowley in this case. CAN
THIS COURT ASSIST US IN GETTING JUSTICE
FOR THE THREE DEAD MEMBERS OF MY
FAMILY. | DON’'T WANT TO BE THE NEXT
DEAD PERSON BECAUSE OF 158 HOWE
STREET AND MY FAMILY FEARS FOR MY LIFE
AND FORCED ME TO HIRE JAMES CAHILLTO
DO THE CRIMINAL INVESTIGATION AND
PROTECT ME.

Exhibit J are bills received from attorney Kurt Hayes for reading
what | believe were notices of hearings he was supposed to
attend since this court denied his Motion to Withdraw. Kurt



Hayes does not show up for hearings and NO ACTION is taken
against him? WHY!!!

10. Every attorney in this case has taken our money as follows:

a. Cathleen Summers was paid approximately $11,000 and
the only documents she filed in this case was her entry
into the case around August 15, 2007 and her Motion to
Withdraw which was granted. She was retained in
January yet never entered the case. She met with
William Crowley and Richard Gabriel on August 30,
2007 and tried to get me to agree to pay off the
mortgage on 141 Howe Street and give Eugene
Villeneuve the house. | refused to do this since this is
not what Annette Villeneuve wanted. As William
Crowley has mentioned in multiple documents, Eugene
Villeneuve was not incompetent but was not capable of
comprehending all the legal issues going on. If | had
agreed to this | believe that Richard J. Gabriel would
have drawn up a QUIT CLAIM Deed and had Eugene
Villeneuve sign the house over to someone and | was
not going to allow this to happen.

b. Kurt Hayes was paid approximately $11,000 and
attended (1) hearing and said he had completed the
task we hired him for — to get Richard J. Gabriel
removed yet Richard J. Gabriel is still around and
although he has been telling lawyers since this past
summer he would withdraw if whoever is appointed as
Executor/Administrator insures that Eugene Villeneuve
is taken care and his bill is paid that he will Step Aside.
Well, Eugene Villeneuve is now dead and no attorney
will tell us if | agree to the estate to paying Richard J.
Gabriel’s fees will this prevent the estate from taking
future legal action against Richard J. Gabriel for his
actions in this case and during Annette Villeneuve’s
lifetime. HOW CAN | MAKE RATIONAL DECISIONS
WHEN NO ATTORNEY WILL ANSWER MY QUESTIONS



AND CONTINUES TO WITHHOLD INFORMATION FROM
ME.

c. Alan Garber agreed to assist us for free since he “could
see Gold at the end of the Rainbow”. When | last met
him on November 27, 2007 with my brother John
Pazzanese he wanted me to withdraw the Motions for
the Guardian Ad Litem for Richard Gabriel’s First and
Final Accounting, agree to Richard Gabriel’s bill being
paid, Withdraw the Motion to Declare the Codicil
Invalid, and Withdraw the Motion to Replace the
Special Administrator and “Forget the Past and take
$1,500,000 for the backyard and still have use of the
road to 158 Howe Street”. |refused to walk over the
three dead bodies of my family for the “pot of gold”.

d. Now attorney Monique Boucher Lamb is trying to
withdraw from this case after she accepted it on a flat
rate basis. After|told her | won’t sell my property at
any price she sends the letter demanding $50,000 for
basically, per Mr. Crowley’s letter of January 25, 2008,
filing a piece of paper.

11. Ms. Boucher Lamb indicates that | have filed pleadings Pro Se. |
believe that | have the right to do this and those Motions were
filed before | retained her. | simply went to the court house on
January 28, 2008 to get more records and inquired what did | do
wrong on the Motions. | was told they need to be put on the
court calendar so | went to the scheduling office and asked for a
court date. THESE MOTIONS WERE FILED IN OCTOBER LONG
BEFORE MS. BOUCHER LAMB ENTERED THE CASE AND SHE HAD
BEEN ACCESS TO THESE DOCUMENTS. SHE CLAIMED THAT SHE
HAD GONE TO THE COURT HOUSE PRIOR TO THE DECEMBER 15,
2007 HEARING AND READ THE WHOLE FILE AND THESE
DOCUMENTS WERE IN THE FILE AT THAT TIME. FURTHERMORE,
SHE WAS TOLD OUR VIEWS ON RICHARD J. GABRIEL'S AND
WILLIAM CROWLEY’S HANDLING OF THIS ESTATE AT MY FIRST
MEETING WITH HER AND AGREED TO TAKE THE CASE. MY VIEW



ON THE MANAGEMENT OF THIS HAVE NOT CHANGED — IT
APPEARS MS. BOUCHER LAMB WAS CONTACTED BY SOMEONE
ON BUYING THE PROPERTY AND | WOULD ASK THIS COURT TO
